You do not want to be
accused of plagiarism. You can easily avoid this by creating reference lists for the work
you submit to your teachers. At Croagh Patrick APA is the in-text reference system
your teachers would like you to use.

If you would like some extra help in this area, go to the Homework Help Website and
look under “Study Skills”. This is where you will find information on plagiarism and
referencing. You can also read or print-out the APA referencing guide.
